BEFORE THE EVENT

Inquiry at the town hall on the flood zones in the locality

Do not build your house in flood zones.

Do not dispose of household waste and vegetable debris in running
water.

Prepare the backpack for emergencies.

DURING THE EVENT

Follow the recommendations transmitted on the radio/television

If evacuation is required, immediately move to a nearby high area, as
specified by the authorities.

If you were caught by the flood, climb the bridge or the roof, until
rescue teams arrive.

Disconnect the power, water and gas supply systems. Do not touch
electrical equipmentif you are wet or standing in water.

Lock the doors of the house and build barriers (eg: sandbags) to
prevent water from entering the house.

Evacuate the animals and valuables in places of refuge, previously
established, if you have time.

Ifyou have to leave your home, follow the following rules:

Do not walk through water currents: you can lose your balance in
water currents ofabout 15cm.

Do not drive your car in the flooded area, at a height of about 20 cm,
water can enter the vehicle and cause loss of control.

AFTERTHE EVENT

Listen to the authorities' information regarding drinking water supply and
possible traffic restrictions on certain roads

Avoid areas where there is still water, the water may be contaminated
with fuels, debris from the sewer, it may be electrically charged from
power lines or electrical cables fallen to the ground.

Return home only if the authorities have allowed it!

Be careful when entering buildings that have been flooded:

Their support structure may be affected, especially at the foundation
level.

Do not use the electrical, water, gas installation without the approval of
the suppliers.

Clean and disinfect all objects that have been in contact with water: there
is a danger of illness as a result of contaminated water.
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FIRE PREVENTION RULES AND MEASURES:
Itis recommended to install smoke detectors, they can halve the number of
victims.
Keep combustible materials away from stoves; insulate the stove against
the floor and walls.
Check, repair and clean the chimneys at leastonce a year.
Extinguish the fire from the stove before going to bed, especially if you are
not sure about the smoke evacuation; smoke can be asilentkiller.
Do not place lit candles near combustible materials; when leaving a room,
blow out the candles.
It is forbidden to use matches, candles, oil lamps in: feed stores, stables,
warehouses, bridges, etc.
Do not heat the gas cylinders with flame, do notuse themin a lying, inverted
orinclined position.
Check the gas cylinder with water soap emulsion NOT with flame.
The burning of the stubbles is done with a work with fire permit from
the town hall.
Be careful where you smoke; never near flammable liquids.
Do not smoke in bed when you are tired or have taken medicines; do not
leave the cigarette lit when you leave the room and pour water into the
ashtray before emptyingit.
It may seem more expensive, butit's cheaper to prevent! Be careful with:
PP Use of electrical appliances, electrical cables, sockets, switches, etc. with
failures orimprovisations.
B» Overloading the electrical network by using several devices at once.
B» Non-supervision of the electrical appliances: iron, hot plate, radiator, etc.
B» Oversized fuse fuses by replacementwith stranded wire.
CAREFUL! A fire of oil or grease does NOT go out with water; the containerin
which the fire occurred is covered with a lid or adamp cloth.
Ask the town hall to carry out a fire prevention control by the preventive
component of the voluntary service for emergencies. Preventive control is
free of charge.
n Do not lock children in the house. Leave them the key. A high number

ofdeathsamongchildren occur annualli because of this!

Stay inside the
building for another 30 minutes after you hear the last thunder.
Follow the following rulesin the event of a storm:
Cease any outdoor activity.
Getinto the house, in a buildingorinacar.
Close thewindows and doors.
Avoid showers or bathrooms. The pipelines of the installations can conduct
electricity.

= Disconnect electrical appliances/computers, air conditioners.

®  Donotlieonthe ground.

B Squat on the ground, hands on ears and head, and the head between the
knees; make yourself as small a target as possible and reduce contact with
the earth.




Avoid: tall objects, such as a tall tree isolated in the open space, fields,
beaches or a watercraft, any metal objects such as agricultural machinery,
motorcycles, bicycles, etc.
If you are inthe woods, look for an area with less tall trees.

Ifyou are on alake, reach the shore very quickly and take shelter.

BEFORETHE EVENT
Make sure you have the following materials:
Salt for melting the ice on the sidewalk and traffic roads.
Sand to improve traction.
Snow removal tools.
Ifyou live in a house make sure you have enough heating fuel.
Prepareyour car:
DURING THE EVENT - FROST
[ Listen to the radio, television, the weather reports.
= Eatregularly and drink liquids, avoid excess caffeine and alcohol.
= Pay attention to the signs of frost.
" Pay attention to the signs of hypothermia: chills, memory loss,
disorientation, blurred expression, drowsiness, exhaustion.
Ifyou have todrive, take the following steps:
. Drive only during day time, never alone, let your acquaintances know when
you leave.
= Use main roads, avoid secondary roads.
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DURING THE EVENT - BLIZZARD

If the blizzard catches you in the car, take the following steps:

Pull over.

Turn on the emergency lights and hang a cloth on the radio antenna or the
window.

Stayin the car until rescue forces come to your aid.

Do notleave unless you see a building nearby where you could shelter.

Beware, the distances are distorted by the swept snow.

Start the engine and the heating for 10 minutes every hour, when the
engine is running, slightly open the window for ventilation window, against
inhaling carbon monoxide.

Do notfall asleep.

DURING THE EVENT

Getto a safe place immediately and stay calm until the earthquake ends.

If you are inside a building, stay put, do not try to go outside and do not go
onthebalcony.

Shelter under atable, desk, or solid piece of furniture and hold on toiit.

If you are in a hallway, crouch near an interior wall and protect your head
and face.

Move away from windows, mirrors, libraries, high furniture, lighting
fixtures.

If you are inawheelchair, lock the wheels and protect your head and neck.
Do not go outside where you may be injured. Do not use the elevator.

IFYOU ARE OUTSIDE THE BUILDING find shelter in a safe place.
IFYOU AREIN AVEHICLE, stayin the car.

AFTERTHE EVENT

Firstly, try to stay calm.

If you have been caught under rubble or in enclosures, at certain intervals
you must hit with a hard object in the most compact part of the place where
you are trapped, to transmit signals that can be identified and located by the
special search and rescue equipment.

Usethe phone only tosignal an emergency.

CAREFUL! Pay attention to the stairs. Seismic motion may have affected their
strength.
